Stork Problems ... He's Got 
Them ... Coming and Going

The stork is bringing many problems to the per­ 
sonnel department of the Torrance Unified School 
District.

Personnel Directer Robert Morion reported that 
the stork gives teacher recruiters two kinds of prob­ 
lems:

1. The stork will be responsible for more than 
2000 additional children in local schools this Septem­ 
ber. This means hiring an additional (JO teachers to 
bring the total number to abotit 950.

2. An average of about 4f> teachers each year lake 
leave because of the expected arrival of Mr. Stork.

Last week, Morion and his assistants, Lloyd Reist 
uiul James Sibeii, signed up a number of new teachers. 
Al the same time they accepted the resignations of 
four teachers who are expecting visits from the stork.

"We can't win," Morion said "We'll have every 
classroom full in September but it seems sometimes 
thai the stork has us, coming and going."
