The story of the book upon 
which the catalog dcpartmcnl 
is based is probably incom­ 
parable in all of publishing 
history. It is a story of enor­ 
mous progress in printing am! 
the allied arts, from the early 
handsel days to multiple-mag- 
azined machines, from the Col- 
Irell flalbed to the giant rotary 
press.

AND IT IS A story of histor­ 
ical import. When Mark Sulli­ 
van, for his "Turn of the Cen­ 
tury," sought some manner of 
re-enactment of the habits and 
customs of the people of the 
United States over a 35-year 
period, he turned to the files 
of Sears' big general catalog, 
jater he wrote that nothing he 

had received from any other 
source gave him more valuable 
information for his book.

As a reference work, the 
Sears catalog has been used by 
scores of authors and by all of 
the motion picture studios. 
Catalogs of yesteryear not only 
show that a certain style or 
item was popular during a cer­ 
tain period, but the amount of 
popularity each item enjoyed 
can also be determined by the 
amount of space devoted to it.

BECAUSE THEY accurately 
reflect the styles and furnish­ 
ings of bygone years, the old 
catalogs are frequently used 
by producers of Broadway 
shows and Hollywood movies. 
Walt Disney is the proud own­ 
er of the most complete set of 
old catalogs on the West Coast 
and consults them frequently 
for styles and ideas.

In addition to recording the 
American merchandising scene 
over the years, these catalogs 
epresent the \vork and efforts 

of thousands of Americans, 
idgar Rice Burroughs, the au- 
hor of the famed "Tarzan" se- 
 ies, was at one time a copy­ 

writer for Sears catalog. 
Norma Shearer, Jean Arthur, 

loria Swan son, Frederic 
March, Joan Caulfield, Susan 
Hayward, Anita Colby, and 
Lauren Bacall all graced the 
pages of Sears catalogs as mod­ 
els in past years.
