4. Brighton bare spots in the garden by slnfctng a 
few g;illon cans of blooming Chrysanthemums in th« 
ground.

5. Replace tuberous Begonias as they go out of 
bloom with blooming pots of Cyclamen. They will 
carry color well into spring.
