Section 25.250. Definitions,

(b) Improved A lot shall be 
iK-emed to be improved whenever 
(1) any building or structure Is 
erected or moved thereon, (2) It M 
graded under the provisions of Ar­ 
ticle VII of Chapter Jfi of this Code 
or (3) It Is paved to provide off 
street parking for motor vehicles

(c) Subdivided A lot shall be 
deemed to have been subdivide, 
upon the passage by the City Coun­ 
cil of a tentative tract map therefor 
In accordance with the procedure 
set forth In Article I of Chapter 
26 of this Code 

(d) Divided A lot shall be deemed 
to have been divided upon the pas­ 
sage by the City Council of a ten­ 
tative tract map Iherofor In ac­ 
cordance with procedure set forth 
In Article II of Chape.- 26 of this 
Code, 

(e) Oralnagt Structure shall mean 
storm drains, conduits, reservoirs, 
sumps, culverts, pipes, flumes, 
pumps snd any other artlflclulh 
excavated structure exclusive o'f 
curbs ami gutters, used or desig­ 
ned for the transportation of sur­ 
face waters. 
Section 25.251. Creation of Fund. 

There is herebv created the 
'drainage Improvement fund' to be 
composed of all monies paid to the 
City pursuant to the provisions of 
this article. 
Section 25.252. Accounting. 

Tho director of finance shall keep 
an account of all monies paid Into 
and out of said fund. The city en­ 
gineer shall keep a record of al 
lots for which the money Is paid 
Into said fund and of all drainage 
structures constructed with said 
monies. Monies In the drainage Im­ 
provement fund may be mingled 
with otliL-r moutcs of the city but 
may nut be used for any purpose 
Mhcr than conslructlun. reconstruc­ 
tion or alteration of drainage struc­ 
tures. - 

-Section 25.253. Cost of Construction 
Whenever any lot or any portloi 

thereof Is Improved, subdivided 01 
divided on or after October 1. 1959 
the owner thereof shall pay to the 
city the sum of JfiOO.OO (or each 
acre of land In the, whole of said 
lot; provided, however, that when 
the area of said lot Is a fractloi 
of an acre or acres,, there shal 
be paid for such fraction an 
amount equal to that portion of 
150000 an such fraction bears to 
one aero, but not less than (100.00 
and provided further, that lane 
dedicated as a public way shal 
not be considered in determining 
such acreage. 
Section 25.254. Credit for Prior 
Construction. 

Tlie lee required by the provis­ 
ions of Section 25.253 ahull bo pay. 
able whether or not the owner (if 
any lot which is Improved, subdi­ 
vided or divided after October 1, 
1959, or anyone acting for him. has 
constructed drainage structures on 
said lot prior to said date pur­ 
suant to the subdivision laws of 
the city or otherwise; provided, 
however, that such owner slmll re­ 
ceive a credit against the amount 
of such fee In an amount equal to 
(lie cost, as reasonably determined 
by Ihe director of public works, 
of such prlorly constructed drain­ 
age structures which on October 
1. 1969 were used for the purpose 
of carrying surface waters orig­ 
inating on any other lot not owned 
on such date by such owner. The 
burden of proving such cost shall 

be on the owner, 
Section 25.255. Time of Payment. 

Tlie amounts payable under the 
provisions of this article shall bo 
paid at the following times: 

(a) In the case of a lot heltiK 
Improved, before a building penult 
la Issued to construct or erect a 
building or structure or move a 
building or structure onto a lot 
being developed : 

(b) In the case of a lot being 
subdivided or divided before the 

final tract map is presented to the 
City Council for approval. 
Section 25.256. Refunds 

Subject to the provisions of the 
Charter and thin Code regulating 
the expenditure of public funds, 
on petition of any person who has 
paid money Into the drainage Im­ 
provement fund the director of fi­ 
nance shall refund to such person 
an amount equal to the cost of any 
drainage structures constructed hy 
or for such person on or after 
October 1. 1959. B-S reasonably de­ 
termined by the elty engineer: pro­ 
vided, however, that thn amount of 
such refund shall not exceed $400.00 
per lot. In computing the cost of 
constructing- drainage structures, 
only the labor and material costs 
shall he considered. The burden nf 
proving such expenditures shull be 
on the petitioner. 
Section 25.257, Tim* of Construction, 

(a) Subject to the. 'provisions of 
thn Charter and this Code regulat­ 
ing the expenditure of public funds, 
the city engineer shall cause to be 
constructed drainage structures In 
the rltv with the. moiiles paid Into 
the drainage Improvement fund us 
soon us, In his reasonable dlncre- 
tlon. it Is feasible to dn so. 

(b) In so far as practicable, Ihe 
city engineer shall attempt to serve 
the lots for which money Is paid 
Into the 'drainage 1 niprovomeiit 
fund. In determining .such nractl- 
cabllitv the city engineer shall con­ 
sider among oilier things: (11 The 
use and development of such lots 
and adjacent lots: (2) Tho effect 
of such construction on the health 
of Mm locality; (3) The distance In 
major existing storm drains; (4) 
Thfl storm drain development pat­ 
tern of the locality: (M Tim cur- 
rgnt cost of construction. 1 '
