' That's not always entirely 
jjood news for the highly in­ 
dustrialized areas, but it is mu­ 
sic to the ears of the less-de­ 
veloped areas of the nation  
and also to the moving com­ 
panies, who ai'e handling what 
may prove to be a record sum­ 
mer business.

ONE OUT of five Americans

moves at least once a year, ac­ 
cording to census figures. Such 
moves entail not only the han- 
uiing of household and person­ 
al effects these days, but in 
many cases covers such pos­ 
sessions as pets, boats and 
other paraphernalia accumulat­ 
ed by typical vVmei leans.

One big mover estimates it 
has the largest waiting list in 
its history. It has leased 4000 
tractor-trailer rigs to handle 
the increased business, and is 
.searching for more.

The moving industry esti­ 
mates that payments borne by

' big companies for moving 
workers to ni-w locations now 
account for 60 per cent of its 
total revenues. In many cases 
the companies not only bear 
the expense of moving personal 
effects, but also reimburse an 
employe for losses on house 
sales.
