Most important, she said,
persons receiving checks to

! | which they know they are not

entitled should either return
them or write to the VA for an
explanation, Don't cash the
check and spend it in such
cases; sooner or lated it will
have to be repaid.‘

ON THE OTHER hand, if a
veteran receives a check which
is smaller in amount than that
to which he is entitled, he may
accept it and cash it without
in any way waiving his right
to claim the rightful amount,

A veteran's widow who re.
marries cannot cotinue receive
ing death pension, but the pens
sion rights of the veteran's
children continue in larger
amount, However, any increase
due the children cannot be
granted by the Veterans Ad-
ministration until the new cer-
tificate of marriage has been
received and hk VA adjusts and
closes the widow'’s own pension
account,

IF A VETERAN prefers, his
benefit checks may be sent di-
rectly to his bank for deposit
to his personal account. This
is a convenience granted by
law for veterans who for one
reason or another are not at
home when pension checks ar-
rive in the mail.

The Veterans Service Officer
said these are just a few of
the points to be considered
about pension and compensa-
tion checks and claims, She
pointed out that her office, lo-
cated at 1622 Gramercy Ave.,
will be glad to ' answer any
questions that veterans, survi.
