The move, which began the
first week of July, was led hy
Richfield dealer George Mikel,
Mikel told the HERALD this
week that he would not put the
trading stamps back in his
business. Other dealers have
expressed the same attitude,
but most corners now have at
least one station displaying the
signs.

THE FAILURE of the move
was blamed on distrust
among the dealers, Many deal-
ers told the HERALD during
the early weeks of the cam-
paign that if the move did not
succeed one hundred per cent,
they would replace their signs.

Many of the dealers have exs
pressed doubt that the new
business which may be brought
by the replacing of the trads
ing stamps would cover their
operating costs, but they also
said that they would have to
give the stamps in order to
conmpete,
