Yanks Win City's First 
Mayor's Cup Tournament

The Central Little League Yanks exploded for four runs in a wild third inning 
Saturday then held on to whip the North Torrance (western division) Bears by a 4 to 3 
margin at Del Amo Field to climax the city's first Mayor's Cup Little League tournament.

LEE WAS THE first Ama­ 
teur classifed rider in many 
years to win the coveted honor 
of being Southern California's 
high point rider. He scored 
more points than any other 
Amateur in the nation in the 
last seven years as he was also 
the country's top Amateur dirt 
track rider last season.

Because Troy was an Ama­ 
teur last year, Sammy Tanner, 
the "Flying Flea" from Gar- 
dena, repeated as National dirt 
track champion, despite the 
fact that Lee out-scored him 
during the local racing season.

Unless Lee gets real hot, it 
looks as if Gunter, the 8-mile 
National Champion, will be­ 
come the high point rider in 
Southern California as well as 
the National dirt track cham­ 
pion. Al won the National dirt 
track title in 1957, while Tan­ 
ner copped it in 1958 and '59.

Offensively, Dick Bass hur­ 
ried into the No. 2 spot for the 
season with 62 yards in 11 car­ 
ries for a 5.65 average. Tops in 
total yardage still is fullback 
Ollie Matson with 149 and an 
average of 3.2 after 47 carries.
