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Men Adjust Easily to Simulated 
Satellite Rotation Says Report

Six men have demonstrated 
a surprisingly rapid adjustment 
to two-day tests in a room ro­ 
tating in a manner that may 
be used to lauch satellites, it 
was reported recently.

A report on the unique ex­ 
periment by Dr. Ashton Grey­ 
biel, director of the U.S. Naval 
School of Aviation Medicine, 
Pensacola, Florida, was con­ 
tained in a recent issue of the 
Archives of Neurology, publish­ 
ed by the American Medical 
Association.* • •

days while it rotated at a con­ 
stant speed. In six separate ex­ 
periments the room was ro­ 
tated at velocities ranging from 
1.71 to 10 revolutions per min­ 
ute.

The speeds were chosen to 
sample the range which might 
be used in oi"biting satellite ve­ 
hicles with a radius of 25 to 
100 feet, Dr. Greybiel said.

During the experiment, the 
subjects were called upon to 
perform certain tests. The rest 
of the time they spent eating, 
sleeping, reading, listening to 
a radio, and talking.

ALL THE subjects except 
one, who had lost the function 
of the sensory organs of the 
inner ears, developed unpleas­ 
ant symptoms, primarily dis­ 
comfort, apathy, visual il­ 
lusions, and nausea. In some in­ 
stances the symtoms were so 
severe that the subjects were 
unable to.carry out any useful 
tasks, he said.

"However," he said, "the de­ 
gree and rapidity with which 
symtoms decreased or disap­ 
peared astonished both the ex­ 
perimenters and the subjects.

• * *
"IN GENERAL, the adapta­ 

tion began in a matter of 
hours, and great improvement 
was observed by the end of the 
first day when the symptoms 
were mild and by the end of 
the second day when severe. 
"The adaptation response em­ 

phasizes the extraordinary 
manner in whicli the central 
nervous system effects a re­ 
adjustment to a discrepant sen­ 
sory input, enabling the previ­ 
ously disturbed functions to op­ 
erate effectively and probably 
normally for the new condi­ 
tions."

Some symptoms reappeared 
after termination of rotation, 
Dr. Graybiel said, but these 
were less prominent than dur­ 
ing the onset of rotation, and 
readaptation occurred "rather 
quickly," * * »

THE FINDINGS have prac­ 
tical value, inasmuch as the 
velocities used were in the 
range of speed of rotation 
of manned radar platforms, 
and also may be in the range 
of speed rotation which may be 
used to launch satellites in the 
future, he said, adding:

The method would be use­ 
ful in selection, indoctrination, 
and preconditioning of person­ 
nel."

He also said, it "holds prom­ 
ise in the study of the etiology 
and control of motion sick­ 
ness."
