The gifted fam­ 
ily played well and Ronald is 
the most talented 13-year-old 
trumpeter that this reviewer 
has ever heard. 

Altogether this was a wonder­ 
ful evening and the Torrance 
Recreation is to be praised and 
thanked for sponsoring this 
event. It is to be hoped they 
will repeat it soon and often.
