Too many American high schools aim at mediocr­ 
ity. At least one-third of our students get by without
 cratching the surface of their potential. The bright
 tudent can get through high school and sometimes 
college with one brain tied behind his head and of­ 
ten does.

As a result of less than challenging assignments, 
much exceptional talent is wasted and this waste is 

.* national tragedy. We can ill afford such nonsense at 
a time when we are locked in a struggle for survival 
with a nation which wastes almost nothing! 

, What can we do?
'   We can seek to persuade our finest minds to
enter the field of ideas and education. We can reward

fcthem with good salaries instead of penalizing them
^financially because they love humanity and want to

 erv«.
  We can take a lesson from Madison Avenue and 

build a desirable, if not glamorous, public image of the 
intellectual, the scientist and the teacher. We should 
do at least as much for the "thinking man" as we did 
for his filter.

  We can give the superintendents .principals and 
other administrators in the field of education full sup­ 
port when they attempt to pioneer.

  As parents we must instill in our children pride 
In achievement. We must let them know that the des­ 
tiny of the world's greatest democracy is in their hands.

America enjoys the highest standard of living in 
all the world. She is prosperous, powerful, confident, 
fat and sassy. But when Khrushchev visited the United 
States he shook us up with his prediction, "We will 
bury you!"

Elaborating, he said, "I do not mean we will des­ 
troy you. I mean we will surpass you in technical and 
scientific fields. We will out broduce you and leave you 
in the dust. You are rich, spoiled, comfort-loving and 
lazy and you are going downhill. We are lean, vigo­ 
rous dedicated, and fighting together for a cause."
