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Feel Safer With Nixon-Lodge, Life Magazine Says in Editoral
LIFE Magazine this week] 

completed Its two-part endorse- 
m«nt of Richard M. Nixon for 
the presidency. I

The magazine, which last 
week announced its support of 
the Vice-President's domestic 
program, in its current issue 
urges the election of the Nixon- 
Lodge on the basis of foreign 
policy.

In an editorial, the magazine 
noted that in contrast with 
their stand on domestic prob­ 
lems the difference between 
the two candidate on world 
policy wts "narrow and the 
choice is not easy." The maga­ 
zine said, however, that with 
Nixon and Lodge in charge of 
U.S. policy "we shall feel both 
Mfer and more hopeful in the 
tnlarglng struggle."

LIFE praised the record of 
the Elsenhower Administration 
as being "markedly successful' 1 
in its conduct of world affairs 
and said that Nixon "is quite 
right to take pride in this 
Elsenhower record, and to 
claim it is a Republican achtev- 
ment."

The editorial said that the 
Republicans "have kept the 
peace without any serious loss­ 
es in any place that our arms 
or influence could reach." Jt 
added that this record is "par­ 
ticularly good In contrast with 
the preceding seven Decomrat- 
ic years, which were years of 
great Communist gains in Asia 
and Eastern Europe and the 
fourth costliest war in our his­ 
tory (Korea)."

LIFE CRITICIZED what it

called the "nervous fringe" or 
"liberal" wing of the Demo­ 
cratic Party "whose interna­ 
tionalism takes the form of 
fogglness in general, or gullibil­ 
ity about Communism in par­ 
ticular."

The magazine said that 
Nixon's policies would be an 
advance beyond those of Eisen- 
bower "in the direction of

i world leader," but that lie has 
i failed to show that his "foreign 
| aims and programs are clearly

Cigarette Tax Nets J65 Million 
During First Year, State Finds

Total receipts from the cigar­ 
ette tax during the first year 
ended June 30, 1960, including 
the floor stocks tax and reve­ 
nue collected in advanca of cig­ 
arette distributions from salos 
of stamps and meter settings, 
amounted to $65,230,184 ac­ 
cording to Richard Nevins, 
Fourth District member of the 
State Board of Equalization.

This total includes a non­ 
recurring floor stocks tax of 
$2.7 million collected from re­ 
tailers on cigarettes in their 
possession when the tax be­ 
came effective on July 1, 1959.

NEVINS POINTED out that 
the tax is prepaid by licensed 
distributors w h o purchase 
stamps or pay for metered im­ 
pressions which arc affixed to 
each package before they are 
sold to retailers. On June 30, 
1960, there were 286 such dis­ 
tributors in California.

Sales were well above ex­ 
pectations despite the new lax, 
Nevins stated. Taxable sales to 
retailers by licensed distribu­ 
tors amounted to nearly 42 bil­ 
lion cigarettes during the 
1959-60 Fiscal Year or an es­ 
timated 210 packs for every
