Its purpose is to instruct 
Californians in what they are 
free and not free to say when 
interviewing job applicants.

According to the Guide, 
Californians have the free­ 
dom to say: "Are you a citi­ 
zen of the United States'1 "

They do not have the freedom 
to say. "Of what country are 
you a citizen?"

It is lawful, in California, 
to say: "Can you. after em­ 
ployment, submit a birth cer­ 
tificate or other proof of US 
citizenship or age?" It is un- , 
lawful, in California, to say: | 
"Where were you born?"

It is lawful to ask: "Do you 
live with your parents?" It is 
unlawful to ask the names of 
the parents, unless the appli­ 
cant is a minor.

Californians are free to ask. 
of a job applicant, the name 
and address of a person to be 
notified in case of an acci­ 
dent or emergency. They are 
not free to ask the name and ! 
address of a relative to be no­ 
tified in case of accident or 
emergency. 1
