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Smog Bill Major Achievement of Legislature's Special Session

Finn! passage of tlio .smog- 

control bill and the master 
plan for higher education were 
the major achievements of the 
1860 legislative session.

Air pollution in particular 
has been a subject of great 
concern to a great many peo­ 
ple, and in my opinion it was 
the single most important is­ 
sue to be faced in the session 
just concluded.

As the result of a deter­ 
mined stand by our Los An­ 
geles County delegation, and 
a willingness on the part of 
legislators from other areas to 
recognize the seriousness of 
our situation, we now have a 
law that will strike at the 
major source of air pollution 
as yet uncontrolled.

THE BILL originally intro­ 
duced in the Assembly was 
greatly strengthened by later 
amendments, so that it now ac­ 
complishes substantially what 
we set out to do at the start 
of the session.

In its present form it is al­ 
most as strong as the bill I

introduced in the Senate as a 
strategem to pave the way f 
what we considered the ml 
imuni requirements for an
fective law.

ONCE THE Assembly b 

was amended to its prese 
strength, I was then able 
withdraw my own bill, whic 
vas actually stronger than tl 
Senate was prepared to accep 
and press for Senate passag 
of the former measure.

As finally enacted, the bi 
will require all new motor v 
hides to be equipped with 
smog-control device one yea 
after such devices have bee 
certified by a motor vehic 
pollution control board in th 
State Department of Publ
Health. * * *

UNLESS specifically exemp 
cd by county boards of supe 
visors, the devices will also b 
required on all used cars upo 
the transfer of ownership i 
the first year, and on all moto 
vehicles by the end of the thir 
year.
