Section 18.5 reads. Every 
person under the age of 
eighteen years who loiters 
about the public streets, 
avenues, alleys, parks or 
public places between the 
hours of 10 p.m. and the 
time of sunrise of the fol­ 
lowing day, when not accom­ 
panied by his parent or legal 
guardian, having legal cus­ 
tody and control of such 
person, or spouse of such 
person over twenty-one years 
of age, Is guilty of a mis­ 
demeanor. (Ord. 382, Sec. 1.

Section 18.6 reads, Every 
parent, guardian or other 
person having legal care, 
custody or control of any 
person under the age of 
eighteen years who allows or 
permits such person to vio­ 
late any provision of the pre­ 
ceding Section is guilty of a 
misdemeanor. (Ord. 382, Sec.

Oven Fried Chicken Paprika
V* c butter
or margarine 1 tbsp. paprika 
Vt c flour ¥2 tsp onion salt 
1-2 Ib. fryer 2 tbsp lemon juice

(cut up) 1 c dried bread crumbs. 
2 eggs
1 Vz tsp salt
One hour before serving heat oven to 350 degrees. 

In 13 inches by 9 by 2 inch pan melt butter in oven. Mean­ 
while, put flour in paper bag, then chicken, shake until 
chicken is thoroughly coated. In bowl, beat eggs with salt, 
paprika, onion salt and lemon juice. Dip floured chicken 
in egg mixture, one piece at a time, then roll in crumbs, 
coat evenly. Place chicken in melted butter with skin down. 
Bake for 45 minutes or until fork tender, turning once. 
Serves 4.

Old Fashioned Coleslaw
2 '/i c cabbage

(crisp shredded) 2 or 3 tbsp sugar 
3/a c green onions 3 tbsp vinegar 

(sliced) 2 tbsp salad oil 
Va c parlscy 1 tsp salt

(snipped)
Combine chilled vegetables. Mix remaining ingredi­ 

ents for dressing. Make sure sugar is dissoloved. Pour over 
vegetables. Toss lightly. Makes 6 servings.
