visor Kenneth Hahn reported
this Vcrk.

Carl llol'fman. president, 
Harbor District Chambers of 
Commerce, is arranging for the 
formal ribbon-cutting cere­ 
mony in open the two mile sec­ 
tion.

Supervisor Hahn pointed out 
that the portion between 124th 
St. and 190 St., which carries

the Harbor freeway through 
his district, was done under 
one contract, with the three- 
mile portion between 124th 
and Alondra Blvd. being open­ 
ed to traffic last May.

OPKMNG OF the freeway 
the entire distance between 
124th and 190th represents 
the successful completion of a 
fight waged by Supervisor 
Hahn and many public officials 
and civic leaders of the South­ 
west, Gardcna Valley, and Tor- 
ranee areas.

In the summer of 1957 it 
was learned that while the con­

struction plans were complet­ 
ed, the right of way secured 
and cleared, no definite plans 
had been made to build the 
freeway south of 124th Si. be­ 
cause funds for the work had 
not been budgeted.

' became available.
i Hahn declared that the fact 
that tho Harbor Freeway is 
now the world's most heavily 
traveled roadway, with a daily 
average of 195,000 motor ve­ 
hicles, justifies the hard fight 
to secure the funds for exten­ 
sion of the freeway to 190lh 
street.

Opening of the freeway to 
190th will provide motorists 
with 15.3 miles of completed 
roadway between there and 
the four-level interchange.
