Among the many partici­ 
pants in the parade will bo two 
battle groups of the 03rd In­ 
fantry Division as well as its 
band and some of its armored 
equipment; a wheel-mounted 
 GAM-63 strategic bombard­ 
ment missile; an array of mech­ 
anized weapons, and several 
bands, including the famed 
72nd United Stales Army Band 
and the colorful 65-piece drum 
and bugle corps of the Navy's 
training center at San Diego.
