FIRST THRUST into the
limelight at the federal level,
and dramatized by the some-
times painful divestments of
property required of candi-
dates for high national office,
the conflict of interest problem
soon invaded the legislative
realm, with the result that
Congress and the Legislatures
of two states have enacted laws
to limit the possibility of con-
flicts between private and pub-
lic interest in matters relating
to the enactment of law,

In our two previous regular
sessions, bills were introduced
which would have established
a “code of ethics” for Legisla-
tors and other gtate employees,
but were not enacted into law,
Two of them recently passed
the firt house, the Assembly,
by substantial majorities after
lengthy debate. A third was
sent back to committee after
extended discussion, and is not
expected to reappear,

THE FIRST measure passed
would establish a basic code of
ethics for all Legislators, legis-
lative employees, and other
state administrative employees,
consisting of nine major points.
It would provide that no such

formation would be prohibited,

| Use of an official position to

secure unwarranted privileges
for the office-holders or others
would be illegal.

Also prohibited would be
participation as a state repre-
sentative in business with an
organization in which the state
employee has a financial inter-
est that might tend to conflict
with his official duties. All
Legislators, officers, and em-
ployees would be required to
act in such way as to avoid
suspicion that they are, or
would act contrary to their of-
ficial duties.

THE BILL would bar person.
al investments in enterprises
which might create conflict of
interest, It would also requir
filing written statements with
the secretary of state as to any
financial interests of more
than $10,000 in any business
subject to regulation by the
state,

The second measure passed
would prohibit any Legislator
from participating in the enact.
ment of legislation in which he
has a personal interest unless
he has first submitted a writ
ten statement describing his
interest for printing in the
daily journal of his house.
“Participation” is defined to
include both introduction of a
bill and advocacy of passage of
a bill in committee or on the
floor.

had decided to sue for a di-
vorce from her long - absent
husband. Under English, as
under American law, she had
to give due notice of her in.
tentions,

But she and her solicitors
(lawyers) knew only as to her
hushand’s whereabouts that
he was reported to be in the
Midwest. They were not sure
but thought it was southern
Michigan, An Ohio paper sugs
gested that the notice be puie
lished in a Michigan paper,
but the reply came back that
they wanted the notice pub-
lished as first requested.

This was done in the legal
notice columns. But the story
was 50 unusual the newspaper
gave it a “play” in its page
one news columns, also, It is
not known whether the no-
tice or the news story ever
carne to attention of the hus-
band,

But this little incident illu-
strates two things, It shows
how the wife moved in a man-
ner to exercise her rights, yet
in a way to safeguard those
of her husband by putting
him on notice and giving him
an opportunity to make a
counter-move if he desired. In
particular, it showed how the
bona fide newpapers is an ef-
fective and preferred medium
for such purposes and how in
50 doing it renders an impor-
tant service for which the law
provides.
