Emphasized In 
Sunday Sermon

"Not by in i g h t. nor bv 
power, but by my spirit, snilli 
the Lord of hosts." These 
words from Xechariah i4:(i) are 
the Golden Text of the Sunday 
Lesson-Sermon of "Spirit" in 
all Christian Science churches. 
The spiritual foundation of di­ 
vine healing will be empha­ 
sised in the sermon.

Matthew's Gospel relates 
how the Pharisees questioned 
Jesus, "Is it lawful to heal on 
the sabbath days? that thev 
might accuse him." Jesus said, 
"What man shall there be 
among you, that shall have one 
sheep, and if it fall into a pit 
on the sabbath day, will he not 
lay hold on it, and lift it out? 
. . . Wherefore it is lawful to 
do well on the sabbath days." 
Then said he to the man with 
the withered hand, "Stretch 
forth thine hand. And he 
stretched it forth; and it^as 
restored whole, like <i^Be 
other." (12:10-13). *^

"In "Science and Health with 
Kay to the Scriptures" Mary 
Baker Eddy describes the basis 
of Jesus' healing mission in 
these words, "Jesus was un­ 
selfish. His spirituality sepa­ 
rated Him from sensuousness, 
and caused the selfish mater­ 
ialist to hate Him; but it was 
this spirituality which enabled 
Jesus to heal the .sick, cast out 
evel, and raise the dead" (p. 
51).
