Federal Aviation Agency of­ 
ficials and the Civil Aeronau­ 
tics Board have begun an in­ 
vestigation into the cause of a 
light plane crash in which 
three persons were killed.

Construction of the city's 
new $240,000 airport control 
tower should be completed by 
the first of November and in 
operation in another 90 days, 
it was reported here this week.

The new tower, financed 
jointly by the city and by the 
Federal government, will cost 
about $140,000 to construct, 
and will take equipment esti­ 
mated to cost another $100,000 
before U is put into operation, 
according to representatives of 
the Federal Aviation Agency, 
which is supervising tiie proj­ 
ect.

DESIGN OK the tower was 
done by a Long Beach archi­ 
tectural firm. A San Murino 
contractor is doing the basic 
construction on his bid of 
$115,000.

Financing of the project Is 
being shared by the city and 
the federal government. The

city's share i« 46 per cent of 
the total.

When completed, the FAA 
will assume responsibility for 
providing personnel and oper­ 
ation of the tower. Tentative 
plans call for assignment of 
nine persons to the facility, 
although a third shift may be 
added for 24-hour control if 
warranted, art FAA spokesman 
said. The payroll will total 
about $50,OOO a year. 

*   »
THE PRESENT tower, built 

by the Auny during World 
War I, is operated by the city. 
It will be abandoned when the 
new tower goes into operation 
 probably next February.

The new tower will provide 
ground - to - air radio control 
equipment and will have direct 
telephone connections with the 
LON Angeles Air Route Traffic 
Control Center near Interna­ 
tional Airport, and will be con­ 
nected to nearby control tow­ 
ers
