Hepatitis Continues
Rise Across Nation

The number of cases of in-
factious hepatitis reported
vithin the jurisdiction of the
Tos Angeles County Health
Jept, is a reflection of the na-
‘ionwide rise in the occurrence
of this disease. Some 1,085
cases were reported to the
county health dept. in 1960 as
rgainst 541 in the previous
—ear, and, considering that 804
cases have been reported this
“ar in 1961, there is some in-
dication that the rise is con-
{inuing.

Infectious hepatitis is appar-
ontly cyclical in nature. This
neans that the number of‘
cases keeps increasing over a
certain period of time, usually |

6.to-10 vear period in the
ase of this dis2ase, ntil a|
“veak year” is reached and
then starts to decline.

The last major hepatitis year
‘n the United States was in
1954 when over 50,000 cases
‘vere reported, but by 1957 the
wumber had dropped to less
“han 15,000. The upward trend
‘n the number of cases which
1as continued since 1958
seems to follow the customary
vattern of occurrence which is
characteristic of the disorder.

Symptoms of illness caused
by the hepatitis virus usually
appear in about 25 days from
the time of infection, although
this period may vary from 10
to 40 days depending on the
individual. Fever, chills, loss of
appetite, diarrhea, weakness,
nausea, and abdominal discom-
fort are generally experienced,

while vomiting may also occur,
After several days, jaundlce{
may be evident in more severe |
caces. due to an accumulation
of hile pigments in the blood
and tissues.

This ailment occurs most of-
ten in children and young
adults—who generally recover
completely with two or three
weeks—but tends to be more
serious in the case of adults,
Deaths from infectious hepa-
titis are infrequent and occur
chieflv in those individuals
over 30 years of age.

Infegtious hepatitis spreads
from one person to another
through close personal contact,
as the virug is present in the
intestinal contents of the in-
fected individual, It is there-
fore understandable that an in-
fection in one member of the
family or group may be easily

The spread of infectious hip-
atitis may be limited to some
extent through good personal

hygiene, particularly by wash-
ing the hands before eating
and before handling food, Dur-
ing the acute stage of illness,
it is also recommended that
the sick person be isolated
from well individuals who are
unprotected against the di-
sease.

The administration of gam-
ma globulin (the disease-fight-
ing fraction of human blood) to
those persons known to have
been exposed to the infection
will provide temporary protec-
tion against it, and will either
prevent its occurence or lessen
the severity of the attack. To
be effective, gamma globulin
must be given very soon after
exposure to the disease.

Outbreaks of infectious hep-
atitis occassionally occur ow-
ing to contamination of some
common food, milk or water
supply, but this is rare in Los
Angeles county where good en-
vironmental sanitation is the
rule,

At the present time there is
no drug that has any appreci-
able effect on the hepatitis
virus, and bed rest and a prop-
er diet remain the chief forms
of treatment. Getting out of
bed too soon after the acute
illness hag subsided may cause
a relapse and permanently
damage the liver, This is es-
pecially true in the case of
adults, among whom recovery
may be a slow process that ex-
tends over several months.

It is of paramount inpor-
tance that all patients be un-
der the supervision of a phy-
sician for the duration of the
illness, even when it is mild,
