Torrance will have a popula-
tion of 160,000 by 1980, the
planners predicted. High densi-
ty population developments
were predicted along the ocean

OTHER HIGH density areas
foreseen by the planners would
be around the Del Amo Shop-
ping Center and in the older
areas of the Torrance - South-
west where apartment con-
struction would be feasible.

The report, in preparation
for about a year, covers each
of the 180 square miles of the
Southwest from Inglewood to
San Pedro.

AMONG HIGHLIGHTS of
the report is a note that no air
pollution problem is foreseen
for the area.

Detailed studies of the re-
port are now under way by
city officials, and a meeting
with the Regional Planning
Commission has been called
