Since that time the 
church has purchased property 
in the Walteria area, construct­ 
ed over $100,000 in church 
buildings, and has grown to a 
membership of 440.

Speaker of the day, Bishop 
Kennedy, will be preaching at 
the 11 a.m. service. Bishop 
Kennedy is one of the leading

churchmen in (he Methodist 
Church. He headed his dcnom 
nation in 1900 01 as preside) t 
of the Council of Hisho 
Hishop Kennedy was elected i 
1048 and served four years i 
the Portland, Ore., area, and 
since 1052 in Los Angeles. The

Hishop is well known for his 
preaching and is author of 
many books. This past year he 
was appointed by Governor 
Hrown to serve on the State 
Hoard of Kdueation.

Three Road 
Projects in 
Carson Area

Three road projects are un­ 
der way or planned for the 
Carson area, Supervisor Bur­ 
ton W. Chace announced yes­ 
terday.

One is at the intersection of 
Carson and Figueroa Streets 
and will consist of reconstruct­ 
ing and remodeling the road­ 
way shoulders on both sides 
of Carson as it approaches 
Figueroa in order to create ad­ 
ditional traffic lanes. Cost of 
the project is estimated at 
$1,850.

Chace pointed out that both 
Carson and Figueroa Streets 
are County Master Plan Major 
Highways, with recent traffic 
counts indicating that m ore 
than 40,000 vehicles use t h i s 
intersection daily.

THE PROJECT on Francisco 
Street, from Figueroa Street 
to Main Street, is progressing 
as scheduled, Chace said, with 
work scheduled to continue 
the rest of this week. The im­ 
provement consists of grading 
and paving the roadway.

Plans and specifications for 
the third improvement in the 
Carson area were approved to­ 
day by the Los Angeles County 
lload Department, Supervisor 
Chace said. They call for con­ 
struction of streets in two 
adjacent subdivisions located 
on the south side of 215th 
Street westerly of Dolores St.

CHACE SAID the developer 

plans to construct 738 feet of 
new lopal streets, the work to 
Include excavation, grading, 
paving and the construction of 
sidewalks, drainage structures, 
curbs and gutters.

Completion of the project, 
according to Chace, will pro­ 
vide access to 35 homesitos. 
Street improvements are ex­ 
pected to cost the developer 
an estimated $22,200, he add-
