SHS Wallops
Coach Norm Verry 
Returns t o Southland

Coach Norm Verry, El Ca- 
mino College grid niontor re­ 
turned to the Southland by 
air-ambulance yesterday morn­ 
ing following a week's hospi- 
talization in Reno, Nov., where 
lie was stricken by a brain 
hemorrhage Saturday.

Originally scheduled to re­ 
turn Friday, the popular grid 
mentor was held at Washo 
Medical Center in Reno follow­ 
ing a slight increase in temper­ 
ature, the result of a slight 
throat irritation and sinus con­ 
gestion. Following antibiotic 
treatment, he was able to make 
the morning flight to Los An­ 
geles.

Doctors in the Nevada medi­ 
cal center emphasized that Ver­ 
ry is showing continued pro­ 
gress and that no further 
evidence of difficulty has ari­ 
sen following the brain hem­ 
orrhage.

On his return to the South­ 
land, Verry was taken to St. 
Vincent's hospital, Los Angeles, 
where he was placed under the 
care of Dr. Theodore Kurze, 
neuro-surgeon affiliated with 
the University of Southern 
California. A series of diag­ 
nostic tests will be administer­ 
ed at the hospital for further 
study. Testing will probably

begin early next week.
Dr. Charles Flemming, Reno 

nero-surgeon. predicted that 
the coach will be confined to 
St. Vincent's Hospital for a 
minimum of one week. Results 
of diagnosis there will govern 
the exact period of hospitaliza- 
tion.

Dr. Flemming noted that the 
coach is fully rational and that 
his recovery has progressed 
very well.
