Clean chicken and cut in serving pieces. Place ﬂos
seasoned with salt and pepper in a clean paper bag and
dust the chicken parts. Melt a cup of shortening (skillet
should be almost half full) over a medium flame, cook
the chicken until brown on one side. Turn chicken, cover
with lid and simmer over flame as low as it will go until
meat is very tender (about one hour). Remove lid and
slowly brown pieces on both sides until crisp. A secret
to remember for good chicken is to use smaller chickens
and to simmer it thoroughly before the final browning.
