. Once again a high court has 

created a big problem for uor 
California systems of law en­ 
forcement and correctional in­ 
stitutions. This time, the U.S. 
Supreme Court has in effect 
knocked out California law 
providing that narcotics addic­ 
tion is a crime punishable by 
jail sentence.

The results will be, the As­ 
sembly committee on ways and 
means was told at a recent 
hearing, to cause the transfer 
of some 250 or more narcotics 
addicts now serving terms in 
local jails to the state narcotic 
rehabilitation facility. A seri­ 
ous budgetary problem during 
the coming year for the state 
corrections agency, which ad­ 
ministers the program, and a 
temporary budgetary windfall 
for some counties, are likely 
to follow, the committee was 
informed.

THE SPOKESMAN for the 
corrections agency told the 
group that the court expressly 
stated that it is unconstitution­ 
al to jail addicts for punish­ 
ment, but that committing 
them to rehabilitation facili­ 
ties for compulsory treatment 
is not. County jails have no 
provision for treatment, so 
commitment to the state is the 
only alternative to freeing the 
addicts.

In our 1961 session, we 
passed two important laws 
which stepped up our legal 
battle against the narcotics 
evil. First, minimum prison 
sentences for narcotics ped­ 
dling were more than doubled. 
Second, the department of cor­ 
rections was instructed to es­

tablish a narcotics rehabilita­ 
tion center to provide confine­
ment, specialized treatment,
and follow-up control after
parole for addicts. The center
has been organized, and now
almost 900 addicts are being 
temporarily housed in three 
correctional institutions, pend
ing the early opening of a sep­ 
arate treatment facility with 
a capacity of about 2,400 ad­ 
dicts.
