ESPECIALLY conscious of 
the vital service provided by 
the Red Cross blood program 
are hospital administrators. 
Hubert Lyon. Frank Cooper, 
Robert Kislebin and Frank Kre- 
del. who also serve as mem­ 
ber* of the Torrance-l/>mita 
Red Cross branch board of di­ 
rectors.

Cooper reports that 543 pints 
of Red Cross supplied Wood 
were used by patients at Tor- 
ranee Memorial during the 
past year.

At each of our 
blood mobiles the welcome mat 
Is out for new donor* as well
 s those who have given blood
through the Red Cross in the
past."

"GIVING BI.OOD through 
the Red Cross when a person 
I* physically able assures that 
donor or a member of his fam­ 
ily who may need blood In the 
future, that It will be avail­ 
able and supplied without 
charge from Red Cross "

Mrs. Orsini says although 
Red Cross was able to supply 
«5 per cent of all blood used 
bv patients in L A and Orange 
Counties last year. 35 per cent 
of those needing blood were 
forced to buy it from commer 
cial sources

Commercially collected bloo* 
costs the patient about five 
times more than blood obtained 
through Red Cross.
