The local barbers based their request on the issue of 
"public health, public interest, and public safety," citing 
state regulations for barber shops which declare them to be 
a "business affecting the public health, public interest, and 
public safety."

This week's move marked the second time in recent 
years that a large number of Torrance barbers have sought 
the forced closing of the city's Sunday shops. Pendleton
