  When you come to a school 
bus equipped with a flashing 
red light, stop. The flashing red 
light signal means the school 
bus has stopped to take children 
on or let them off, and that 
children will be crossing to or 
from the school bus. While the 
red light U flashing, you must 
remain stopped.

The driver of a vehicle upon 
a highway with separate road­ 
ways need not stop upon meet­ 
ing a school bus with red lights 
flashing which Is upon the 
other roadway.

The driver of a vehicle need 
not stop upon meeting or pass­ 
ing   school bus when the bus 
has stopped at an intersection 
or place where traffic is con­ 
trolled by an officer or a traf­ 
fic signal.

PEDESTRIAN crosswalks 
near school are painted yellow, 
in the street or roadway. They 
read: "SLOW . . .SCHOOL . . . 
XING." Slow down for these 
crossings and stop if necessary 

You must stop whenever it 
is necessary for the safety of 
anybody crossing or walking 
along the street on foot. Do not 
overtake and pass another car 
that has stopped at a crosswalk 
to permit someone to walk 
across.
