This mighty monument of 
Rameses II (1300 B. C.i, 600 
miles up the Nile from Cairo, 
wai not even known until 150 
years ago. Sand from a desert 
plateau covered it entirely. 
though a smaller downriver 
temple of Queen Nefertari 
was exposed.

President Nasser and arch- 
eologiits took the problem to 
the United Nations, and 
UNESCO organized a world­ 
wide appeal for funds The 
United States came in for S12 
million, and most of a $36 
million fund is now available.

Engineers, archaeologists 
and the Egyptian Ministry of 
Culture agree on a plan to cut 
the facade in block* and re­ 
assemble them on higher 
ground. Full technical detail* 
regarding the interior temple 
and the smaller Queen's tem­ 
ple have not been disclosed. 
but the job will take six 
yean.

While the Egyptian civiliza­ 
tion seems remote from the 
Western, it was the forerun­ 
ner of all civilizations. Here 
in the Nile Valley man left 
the nomad and tribal life for­ 
ever, and built a magnificent, 
integrated society. It was old 
and declining when the 
Graeco   Roman civilization. 
parent of our own, was 
emerging, and we owe it to 
the column, the idea of theol­ 
ogy and the dignity of man­ 
kind.

John C. Satterfield. a past president of the American 
Bar Assn., feels that President Kennedy's civil rights bill 
may give the Attorney General powers apparently pro­ 
hibited in the Constitution. He believes this strong shift 
in the thriat of federal power is especially notable in the 
matter of voting rights. He feels it destroys more civil 
rights of more citizens than it protects

A most disturbing fact is that mure and more com­ 
petent observers feel that the President's civil rights bill 
consists of 00 per cent federal power and 10 per cunt 
civil rights

I have 
never yet found anyone who 
could convincingly explain 
hi* own definition."

Carter Glass of Virginia, 
who was U. S. Senator, U. S. 
Secretary of the Treasury, a 
successful author and news­ 
paper publisher, and one of 
the great leaders of the 
Democratic Party in modern 
times defined a liberal as "a 
man who is willing to spend 
somebody eUe's money."

Ambrose U. Bierce. who 
was nationally famout as a 
newspaper reporter, book 
author, and foreign corres­ 
pondent until he disap­ 
peared and apparently died 
about 1914, was once asked 
to define the words   conserv­ 
ative" and "liberal." With 
tongue in cheek, he replied: 

'A conservative is a states­ 
man who U enamored of 
existing evils, as distin­ 
guished from the liberal, 
who wishes to replace them 
with others."

Bierce was thinking in the 
term* of the era in which he 
liv ed. Today, he probably 
would retain his definition of 
a liberal, but it is impossible 
to guess how he would define 
a conservative because Bierce 
was as fully aware of the 
difficulty of defining these 
word* as Dwight D Elsen­ 
hower.

Pericles, the Athenian 
statesman who lived in 
Greece from about 495 B.C. 
until 429 BC, when asked 
to define a conservative, re­ 
plied with this profound 
question

"What was the road by 
which we reached our posi­ 
tion, what the form of govern­ 
ment under which our great­ 
ness grew, what the national 
habits out of w h i c h it 
sprang?"

I'U-ase remember that Peri­ 
cles was attempting to ex­ 
pound what we now cull the 
conservative position more 
than 500 years before the

One 
party, the Institutional Revol­ 
utionary party I PRI) has ruled 
for 30 yean and barring a 
miracle. It will rule for an­ 
other 30.

Castroism In Cuba, like 

Per on ism in Argentina, has 
caught fire in Mexico. Its 
popularity emerges from the 
promise, however, false and 
fleeting, that "popular move­ 
ments" ' carry hope in their 
wane. So any kind of revolu­ 
tion it better than standing 
still and decaying in the 
burning sun.

Hunger and hopelessness 
keep people on the go emo­ 
tionally. They seem to be 
driven mentally and physi­ 
cally in all directions at the 
same time by almost any 
slogan just for the sake of 
moving.

Castro's Communists are 
here by droves promising 
everything . .. even to taking 
over the White House and all 
the gold at Fort Knox. Many 
of the stupid masses believe 
it ... and grow beard* to 
prove it.

Castro promises the Mexi­ 
cans the return of Honduras, 
now that Guatemala (where 
we go in a few days) has laid 
claim on British Honduras. 
Ironically, Castro is urging 
the application of the Monroe 
doctrine against England but 
says nothing about applying 
it to Russia.
