
On Taxes Still 
In the Hopper

Assemblyman, 68th District
California taxpayers, among 

whom I am numbered, will 
certainly be affected by what 
is done on state finances by 
this legislature. Oddly enough, 
however, in view of the fact 
that adjournment is now less 
than two months away, it is 
impossible to do more than 
guess what the final outcome 
on taxes and budget might be.

Even before this session 
convened in January, contra­ 
dictory statements concerning 
taxes had been issued by influ­ 
ential parties. The Governor 
reiterated his campaign prom­ 
ise to request no new or ln< 
creased taxes in his budget 
From the Senate Interim Com 
iTiittee on Transportation and 
Public Utilities came a report 
recommending increased motor 
vehicle fuel taxes to improve 
local streets and roads.

WHEN the Governor's budg 
et message was submitted late 
in January, it contained a num­ 
ber of recommendations for 
tax changes. Promptly a parti 
t,an storm brewed, as to wheth 
er these proposals were, or 
\vere not. for tax increases 
Widest in effect were those 
relating to the personal income 
tax, which called for ellmina 
tion of taxes below $10, stop­ 
ping installment payments o 
the tax starting July 1. 1984 
Next were proposals to dro] 
installment payment of bank 
end corporation taxes, and to 
put them on a current basis 
Third, were those to speed up 
payment of insurance taxes.

Official estimates fixed th 
added revenues from these and 
other changes at $165.3 million 
for fiscal 1963-64, and a 
J.151.1 million for 1964-65 
Two-thirds of this 1 a 11 e 
amount, or $99.1 million 
would result from the with 
holding tax.

HEAVIEST criticism has bee 
directed at the withholding ta 
proposal, which provides fo 
forgiveness of one-quarter o 
the 1964 tax due. It was poln 
<d out that this would in ef 
feet require individuals to pa 
one and three quarters times 
their normal annual tax in on 
year. The resulting one-tim 
jump in state revenues woul 
be necessary to balance th 
budget in 1964-65, according t 
the budget message.

Republicans were not alon 
Jn criticizing the withholdin 
tax proposal. Prominent Dcnv 
tratic legislators also quo 
tioned both its necessity an 
the equity of the forglvenes 
proposal. The state controlle 
reiterated his earlier oppos 
tion to it

DESPITE the lateness of th 
legislative hour, none of th 
bills containing these proposa 
have been set for committc 
hearing. Rumors arc circula 
ing that forgiveness of the i 
come tax may be upped to 5 
01 even 75 per cent, but not 
ing definite is known. Chance 
lor final passage of withhol 
ing are generally regarded a 
dim.

Prospects of higher taxi 
have also popped up in a 
other direction. I have alread 
written in this column abo 
the bill which should impo

one per cent tax on groceries
ught lor home consumption,
e proceeds of which would

earmarked for schools.
