Several newspapers, particular­ 
ly in Spain, have made favor­ 
able mention of the American 
artists.

Davis Miller of Manhattan 
Beach is represented with one 
of his noted nudes and a strik­ 
ing painting of a mountain 
climber. Miller's accomplish­ 
ments are many. He was en­ 
tered in th« Los Angeles and 
Vicinity in 1953. 1954, 1955 
and In 1959. In the 1955 show, 
his painting received Honor­ 
able Mention. The purchase 
award of the 1949 1'alos V-rdes 
Invitational was given to Mil­ 
ler. as was the 1951 purchase 
award from Mira Costa High 
School. His most recent distinc­ 
tion was the purchase by Vin­ 
cent Price of two painting* for 
the Sears Roebuck collection. 
although they will not be in­ 
cluded in the local showing. 
Miller is a mature artist, not 
only in technique of applica­ 
tion, but in philosophical out­ 
look toward his art. I own 
two of his paintings now and 
hope soon to purchase another 
one.
