The fascinating sight of a
solar eclipse can mean perma-
nent eye damage for those un-
suspecting children and adults
who stare at the darkened sun
through sunglasses, smoked

looking directly into the eclipse
without risking incurable burns
of the retina from infra-red
rays of the sun.
