Crenshaw Opening in Palos 
Verdes Dedicated Today

A public highway cutting across the center of thr Palos Ver­ 
de* Peninsula and opening an area that has been private over 
since California \vas under Spanish rule uas opened today by Ix>s 
Angeles County officials in Rolling Hills.

Raymond V. Darby, fourth district supervisor, cut a green and 
yellow ribbon opening the hipn--fc — -—————————————'————-'-— 
speed road which climbs to the 
1,000 foot crest of the Palos 
Verdea Hills then drops down to 
the peninsula coastal drive near
Point Vicente Lighthouse.

In opening- the cross-peninaula 
highway, part t>f which Is Cren- 
»hnw boulevard. Darby pointed 
out that by 1952 Crenshaw will 
become a major north-south' 
highway from Its present inter­ 
section with Wilshire boulevard 
to Its terminus at Portuguese 
Bend on Catalina Channel. 
THROFOH TORRANCF

Right s-of-way now are being 
obtained to extend Crenshaw 
southward through Torrance, 
along the west boundary of Ixv 
mita and across the Pacific Coast 
Highway into the Palos Verdes 
Hills. Construction of Crenshaw

to Portuguese Bend already is 
underway.

Dedicating the road, Supervis­ 
or Darby said that its construc­ 
tion was made possible through 
use of men quartered at County 
Detention Camp Number 7, lo­ 
cated In the Palos Verdes Hills. 
"Thus," Darby said, "we have 
been able to effect a constructive 
road project and alleviate the 
County jail of over-crowding. 
We have been able to build a 
key link in a badly-needed north- 
south highway that will be of 
great benefit to Torrance, Lomi- 
ta and other areas in the south­ 
eastern section of the County."

The road opened today is com­ 
prised of Montemalaga Drive, Sil­ 
ver Spur Road, Crenshaw boule-

down the south slop* of the hills vard and Crest Road. It will pro-

vid* a public cross-peninsula • 
highway until Crenshaw is com-. 
pleted in its entirety. The road | 
originates on Palos Verdes Driv» 
North, half a mile east of the 
Palos Verdes Estates boundary, 
and terminates on Palos Verdes 
Drive West, half a mile west of 
Point Vicente Lighthouse.

The Montemalaga 'and Silver 
Spur sections originally were 
constructed by the County as an 
access road to Detention Camp 
No. 7. Crest Road was built by 
the Palos Verdes (Corporation and 
today Frank A. Vanderlip, Jr., 
corporation president, presented 
4.2 miles of Crest Road, lying

between its intersection with 
Creftshaw and Palos Verdes 
Drive West, to the County so the 
publicawould immediately hav« a 
cross-peninsula thoroughfare.
