hours of the time of your appoint-
ment,

Q. How much blood is taken at
one time?

A. One pint,

Q. How long does i take?

A. Bt takes approximately five
minutes. The donor is then re-
quested to rest ten or fifteen min-
utes. Following the taking of blood,
donors may go about their busi-
ness normally.

Q. Who may give these blood
donations:

A. Men and women between the
ages of 18 to 60 years of age.
Young men and women under 21
years of age must have release
signed by parent or guardian.
Donors must weigh 110 pounds or
over,

A. None.

Q. Can I give a second blood
donation?

A. Yes, In three months.
