director of the band.

The Torrance band, which re­ 
ceived a superior rating in the 
local competition enabling it to 
participate in the Southern Cali­ 
fornia competition, will be the first 
band to play Saturday morning 
at 8:30 at Fullerton high school 
whpre the festival is being held.

Six Torrance students will par­ 
ticipate in an All-Southern Cali­ 
fornia Band composed of 85 stu­ 
dents representing 27 different 
high schools. The band members, 
representing the cream of the mu­ 
sical crop, were narrowed down 
from 200 applicants, also carefully 
screened.
