The first vace of the old bird 
season took place recently, 
from the 145 mile station De- 
lano. The winning bird, a dark- 
checked hen, was flown by Chas 
Schlenker of Lomita. J. R. Rich- 
hart's blue barred hen wan sec­ 
ond. Mick Harwich's dark 
checked cock won third, it was 
reported.

The winning speed was 1253 
yards per minute. The release 
lime was 6:52 a.m.. and the 
clocked time was 10:17 a.m. one 
hundred sixty birds partici­ 
pated.

Other birds that were within 
seconds of trapping at the same 
time as the third bird were 
owned by Bob Mitchell, the sec­ 
ond by J. R. Richhart and the 
third by Dr. J. H. Hull.

One hundred and forty miles 
is considered to be a rather 
short race. The birds came 
bunched together and it was a 
trapping contest as well as a 
race. Anyone who had a bird 
who sat out on a pole or on top 
of a garage for a couple of min­ 
utes was out of luck.

The races each week end will 
be at successively longer dis­ 
tances working up to the 600 
mile race from Kalammouth 
Falls, which will end the sea­ 
son.

Next week's race will be from 
Tulare.
