Into a confession Monday by Det. Sgt. F. 
L. Mltc'hell of UIP Log Angeles Homicide 
division.

Arrested on suspicion of performing 
an Illegal operation was Miles Ilovey. 68. 
chiropractor, of 918 Albany street, LON An­ 
geles. The arrest was madr by Det. Sgts. 
F. L, Mitchcll and D. Galindo. 

Led to Home
Working with the abortion victim after 

her recovery from serious complications, 
Mitchell and Galindo were led to the Al­ 
bany location where the operation was 
allegedly performed.

Sgt. Michell. posing as the woman's 
brother, went to see Hovey, asking him to 
return the $200 paid him for the operation. 
Mitheell explained thai the operation had 
caused serious complications requiring ad­ 
ditional medical treatment.

Admits Operating
iiovey fell for the story. He said he 

remembered the case but could not return 
the money since he 'had spent il already. 
I'pon hearing the confession, Mitchell and 
Galindo mode the arrest.

Hovey used the .standard excuse that 
this was the only abortion he had ever 
performed and that he did it as a friend, 
Det. Sgt. Mitchell stated.

A complaint against Hovey will be 
sought through the District Attorney's 
office. Hovey Is presently in Los Angeles 
city Jail.

Hovey lived at the Albany location. De­ 
tectives found numerous professional 
equipment there which is not permitted 
by the chiropractor's license.
