Recreation Director HaiYy Van 

Bellehem gave a report on the 
Kiwanis "Learn to Swim" pro­ 
gram to the members of the 
local Kiwanls club at their 
weekly meeting in the Ameri­ 
can Legion Hall recently.

Following the report on this 
year's learn-to-swlm program, 
Van Brllr-hem discussed future 
programs to be conducted in 
the Torrance municipal plunge 
which will be completed .by 
next summer.

A committee composed of 
Ted Meicr, Don Hitchcock, and 
Joe Doss was appointed by Dr. 
Gerald Ea.stham, Kiwanis pres­ 
ident, to study plans for . the 
future of the Kiwanis spon­ 
sored lea rn-1o swim programs 
In the new pool.

The highlights of this year's

program as outlined by the rec­ 
reation director were as fol­ 
lows: 612 Torrance boys and 
girls between the ages of 8 to 
12 were registered in the pro­ 
gram; total attendance in terms 
of« units of service was 4,696; 
number of children who earned 
swim certificates was 111; no 
accidents were reported.

tered this year in the program. 
On the first and last days of 
the program the weather was 
very warm, and the limit placed 
on the number of people al­ 
lowed in the pool at one time 
prevented all of the boys and 
girls from getting into the 
water.

Of Water In Southern Calif.

The West Basin Water District has become the largest 
user of Metropolitan Water District water in all Southern 
California, according to Carl Fossette, secretary of the 
District.

Fossette said the district, 
formed in 1947, has grown from 
an area of 63 square miles and 
an assessed evaluation of $115,- 
530,370 to an area of 166 square 
miles and more than $600,- 
00,000 in assessed evaluation.

Fossette reported that two 
cities currently are assisting in 
alleviating water shoi'tages

within the district. The Los An­ 
geles Department of Water 
and Power is transporting wa­ 
ter through its facilities to the 
Angeles Mesa area in south­ 
west Los Angeles and the City 
of Torrance is transporting wa-

Co. through its facilities.
