jM'.'Hi'ing true bell music with
•11 Ihp depth and richness of 
traditional cast bells of massive 
proportions.

The Instrument provides the 
tonal equivalent of 70,462 
pounds of cast bnlls tuned to 
the finest English standards.

The range is G below Middle 
C to G two octaves above.and. 
It Is'Interesting to note that the 
low if? bell Is equal in tone to a 
c a sit. bell weighing 13,250 
pou nils.

Th« CarllIonic bells Instru­ 
ment will be played from a 
special keyboard located at the 
organ console. Selector switches 
will permit the bolls to be heard 
within the theater alone, from 
the tower alone, or both to­ 
gether.

Automatic Program
Automatic daily programs on 

the Coronation carillon will be 
provided by means of the 
Schulmerich Automatic Roll 
Player which is Included. Tills 
instrument, which is neither a 
phonograph nor a wire-record­ 
ing 'device, actually plays the 
holla through the USP of por- 
forced plastic rolls. These rolls 
a c Hi a t o the circuits which 
strike the Carillonic. bolls tone 
generators, duplicating the per­ 
formance of an artist at the 
keyboard. Made of a durable 
plastic material, the rolls are 
forritwd as an endless belt and 
thp Roll Player can be set to 
play « single desired selection 
or art extended program.

Automatic operation of the 
roll playrr Is controlled by a 
calendared clock which can be 
set to play the carillon at any 
time of the day.

The bells will sound the 
traditional Wc.ntminster Chime 
and strike the hours through­ 
out tho day as a public service 
to the people ol the community.
