Lutheran School Plans Session
Newest of South Bay schools 

will be Immanuel Lutheran 
school, which will open this fall 
for pupils in grades one 
throug'n four, it wajg announced 
today by the Rev. A. L. T. 
Schuetz, pastor of the local 
Lutheran church.

Located adjacent to the 
church at 706 Knob Hill Ave., 
Redondo Beach, the new school 
will operate with a single class­ 
room and teacher this year an­ 
ticipating additional rooms, a 
second teacher, and extension 
to an eight-grade elementary 
school in 1957-'58.

Acting upon a resolution 
passed by the Voter's assembly 
of the congregation on July 16, 
the newly appointed school 
board of Immanuel 'hired Miss 
Elaine Ilinx of Detroit, Mich., 
the following day, and received 
her acceptance as the first 
teacher in the school's history a 
week later.

"We feel particularly blessed 
in securing a teacher of Miss

Hin/.'s qualifications," a spokes- 
may for the school board stated, 
"for a tremendous shortage of 
teachers exists in parochial, as 
well AS in public schools."

Miss Hinz, who'will be mar­ 
ried to Donald Berlinski of De­ 
troit during t'he coming week, 
is a graduate of Concordia 
Teachers college at River For­ 
est, 111., and taught grades one 
through three last year at 
Peace Lutheran School In De« 
troit. Berlinski will be the first 
teacher of a newly-established 
Lutheran day school in Harbor 
City this year.

A maximum of 33 pupils will 
be accepted for enrollment in 
'56 - '57 with priority being 
given children of members Of 
Immanuel Lutheran church. It 
is anticipated, however, that 
children of Lutheran families 
not affiliated with the local 
congregation and non-Lutherans 
will be enabled to enroll. Regis­ 
tration details will be released 
in the near future.
