Three times a year there is a 
mobile at the civic audtiorium 
and at least 1 to 2 blood banks 
every other month at local in­ 
dustrial plants, namely, Na­ 
tional Supply, Douglas Aircraft, 
Columbia Steel, American Ra 
diator and General Petroleum. 
These banks have to be staffed 
and volunteers are urgently re­ 
quested to contact the local of 
fice at FA.
