Authorization to acquire a 
high school site was approved 
by thff Board of Education.

Intention to acquire the site 
at Henrietta and Dea Amo was 
announced in the light, of in­ 
creasing enrollment. Total num­ 
ber of high school students 
within about six years will be 
above 7000 without considering 
any factor except existing ele­ 
mentary enrollments, officials 
pointed out.

The proposed West High 
school will be about 40 acres. 
Funds to purchase the site will 
not be available until bonds are 
sold In October or November.
