Knowing 
this, Jesus once said, "Take no 
thought for your life, what ye 
shall eat, or what ye shall 
drink,'- presuming not on the 
prerogative of his creator, but 
recognizing God, the Father and 
Mother of all, as able to feed 
and clothe man as He doth the 
lilies" <p. 530».

In the same portion of the 
sermon is God's reassurance, 
from Jeremiah, "Yea, I have 
loved thee with an everlasting 
love: therefore with loving-kind­ 
ness have I drawn thee" (31:3).
