Six Students in Class 
Come from Other Nations

Four continents and two 
islands are represented during 
the daily roll call of a single 
English class on the campus of 
El Camino College.

Something of a United Nations 
atmosphere prevails in the class 
of 33, where 6 students repre­ 
sent areas outside the United 
States and one is an unofficial 
ambassador - at   large. Another, 
concentrating on the home front, 
has served for the past year as 
a teacher to the Indians in Ari­ 
zona.

Such a large concentration of 
students representing areas out­ 
side the continental United 
States is unusual. The total en­ 
rollment of foreign students con­ 
stitutes less tha'n one per cent 
of the total enrollment of El 
Camino.

The six are Virellio Del Rio 
from Columhia, Min Gay Quan 
and Min Sang Quan from Hong 
Kong, Miss Mary Lumkin from 
the British Isles, Miss Elizabeth 
Patterson from the Philippine 
Islands and Antonio Almondia 
from Hawaii. All were horn or 
have become naturalized citizens 
of the United States.

"Amhassador-at-large" is Rob­ 
ert Mobley, a resident of Her- 
mosa Beach, whose paddleboard 
has figuratively taken him to 
Hawaii, Mexico, Australia, and 
South America. Mobley's hobby 
aryi number one recreational 
pursuit has also become a means 
of self-support in the quest of 
an education. He is working his 
way through college by**rhaking 
and selling paddleboards.
