PREVAILING WAGE SCALE

Pursuant to the provision* of the Labor Code of the State of California, the 
Board of Supervisors has ascertained the prevailing rate of per diem 
wages In dollars, based on a working day of. eight hours, for each craft or type
 f workman or mechanic needed to execute the proposed contract under these 
specifications; and It will be required that not less than said rates be paid to all
 uch workmen or mechanics employed or engaged upon the work.

The rate* of per diem wages for each, of the various classifications of work
 hall be the hereinafter set forth prevailing rates of hourly wages plus the hourly 
equivalent of any employer payments for health and welfare, pension, vacation and 
similar purposes multiplied by eight. Eight hours shall constitute a day's work; It 
being understood that in the eve.nt t,h«f workmen are employed less than eight, 
hours per day, the per diem wages shall be deemed to be that fraction of 
the per diem wage* herein established that the number of hour* of employment 
bears to eight hour*.

The Contractor shall, a* * penalty to the State or political sub-division on 
whose behalf the contract I* made or awarded, forfeit ten dollars for each cal­ 
endar day. or portion thereof, for each workman paid less thnn the stipulated 
prevailing rates for any public work done under the contract by him or by any 
subcontractor under him, and the body awarding the contract shall cause to be 
Inserted In the contract a stipulation to this effect.

Provided that overtime rates, rate of pay for Saturdays, Sunday* and holi­ 
days shall apply to those holidays as recognized in the collective bargaining 
agreement* applicable to the particular craft, classification or type of workman 
employed on the project.

Provided that notwithstanding the general provision contained herein, 
Guards and Watchmen shall be paid one and one-half times the prevailing rate 
for overtime (overtime shall be time worked In exces* of eight hour* per daf or 
forty hour* per week), and the straight prevailing rate for time worked on 
Saturdays, Sundays, and where such time does not constitute overtime.

Utilities Score Industrial 
Plans for Private Gas Lines

Southern California gas 
utilities this week declared 
they would oppose a plan to 
import natural gas through 
Mexico for exclusive use in 
steam generating plants as 
being a private deal that is 
not in the public interest and 
that would force up prices of 
household gys.

"We will vigoriusly oppose 
the plan when it comes up for­ 
bearing before the California 
Public 1'tilities Commission," 
F. M. Banks, president, 
Southern California Gas Co., 
speaking for his company and 
Southern Counties Gas com­ 
panies, stated.

THROUGH MEXICO
He was commenting on a 

joint filing made Monday 
with the PUC by the South­ 
ern California Edison Com­ 
pany and the California Gas 
Transmission Company for a 
new pipeline to bring natural 
gas from Texas through Mex­ 
ico to California and the Los 
Angeles basin for sole use by 
large industrial gas users.

"Under our present public 
utility method of operation, 
the needs of all gas users  
large and small are pooled 
together on an equitable price 
and supply basis," Banks ex­ 
plained.

"This pooling of supplies 
and facilities results in low 
rates to all. But if a few 
large customers are allowed 
to engage in a private deal 
which reduces this volume, it 
will leave the small users to 
pay the entire costs of the ex­ 
pensive transmission and dis­ 
tribution systems from Texas 
and the mid-continent. The 
end result is Jhigher gas 
rates," Banks charged. 

PUBLIC INTEREST
"In the public interest and 

in the name of our eight mil­ 
lion household gas users we 
will oppose this in formal 
hearings before the California 
Public Utilities Commission, 
as well as the Federal Power 
Commission, should the pro­ 
posal come under scrutiny of 
the body," Banks declared.

According to Banks the 
reason gas Is the cheapest 
fuel available In the South­ 
land for all purposes is that 
it is marketed thus far ebc- 
clusively under a public utili­ 
ty concept/ with rates and 
service determined in the 
best overall public interest. 

.POINTS TO CONSIDER
The TGT proposal is vul­ 

nerable on at least four other 
counts, Banks stated. He out­ 
lined them as follows:

"(1) A total of 1200 miles 
of pipeline between Texas 
and Mexicali would run 
through Mexico. Ultimately, it 
would be owned and operated 
by the Mexican government 
agency dalled Pemex. Natur­ 
ally, it Is beyond jurisdiction 
of federal tmd state regula­ 
tory bodies. Service could be 
cut off or curtailed at any 
time. In that event, Kdison 
and any others participating 
in this private pipeline serv­ 
ice could demand to be 
served by the gas utilities as 
before, causing possible hard­ 
ships for families and busi­ 
nesses using gas from the 
utilities.

"(2) The'Mexican pipeline 
could break the price regu­ 
lating policies of the federal 
government at the well-head. 
Suppliers for the project re­ 
portedly already have been 
offered 2f»"v> more for Texas 
gas than is now authorized 
by the Federal Power Com­ 
mission. For a time, this 
would mean more expensive 
gas for Edison, which could 
result in higher electric bills. 
For the long term, it makes a 
mockery of federal price poli­ 
cies, as well as other federal 
regulations and rules.

ADDITIONAL SUPPLIES
"(.'{) The gas utilities have 

developed the so-called Rock 
Springs Project for addition­ 
al gas supplies which now 
awaits approval by the Fed­ 
eral Power Commission and 
the California Public Utili­ 
ties Commission.

"f4) Participants in the 
Mexican pipline deal say that 
it would help in the fight 
against smog. Actually, the

local gas companies have met 
all request by the Air Pollu­ 
tion Control District for sup­ 
plies of gas to be burned dur­ 
ing smog periods. The two 
certificated gas companies 
have never* failed to provide 
all gas supplies requested 
under Rule 62 or Operation 
Fuel Switch."

In conclusion, Ranks stated 
that "fundamentally, the pub- 
blic, its elected representa­ 
tives and governmental regu­ 
latory bodies / must decide 
whether to maintain the time- 
proved public utility pattern 
of service or abandon it. Act­ 
ing in the public interest, we 
shall oppose private deals 
such as this with every re­ 
source at our command."
