LIKE METHOD
"Youngsters seem to like 

this method because they can 
 "  how they are doing and 

re they are going," Mrs. 
Wolff said. "Now it's hard to 
get them to fitop doing arith­ 
metic and to start another 
subject.

Mrs. Wolff's system Is simi­ 
lar in many ways to the 
S.R.A. reading kits, which

place emphasis on providing 
work for each ability level in 
the class. The S.R.A. program 
is copyrighted for reading 
but no similar program yet is 
available for arithmetic.

Several other teachers have 
tried Mrs. Wolff's method and 
have found that it works 
well.
