Purchase of iron ore prop-i 

erties in Nevada was an-j 
nounced today by J. D. Mc- 
Call, president of Columbia 
Iron Mining Company, a sub­ 
sidiary of United States Steel, 
as part of a continuing long- 
range raw materials' require­ 
ments program for steelmak- 
ing.

Negotiations were complet­ 
ed and'deeds have Been rec­ 
orded at Fallon for the trans­ 
fer of holdings of Mineral 
Materials Co. of Alhambfa, 
Calif., and American Explora­ 
tion and Mining Co. of San 
Francisco. The properties are 
located in the mineral basin 
area of Pershing and Church­ 
ill Counties, southeast of 
Lovelock.

These properties provide a 
new reserve of iron ore to 
supplement existing sourses 
in meeting future needs, for 
the western steelmaking fur­ 
naces of U. S. Steel's Colum­ 
bia-Geneva Division.

The purchase includes 16 
patented lode mining claims 
and 46 unpatented lode and 
placer mining claims.

Exploration drilling was 
conducted at the site during

1960 and samples of iron ore 
were tested at the Colorado 
School of Mines Research 
Foundation at Golden, Colo­ 
rado.
