He fanned ten or more bat­ 
ters in nine different 1960 
games and during his career 
he has reached double figures 
20 times. His greatest such 
achievement, of course, was 
the memorable 18 strikeouts 
against the San Francisco Gi­ 
ants Aug. 31, 1959, which 
tied the modern major league

record previously held alone 
by Bob Filler, Cleveland's 
noted fireballer.

No pitcher was tougher to 
hit, either, than Sandy last 
year. He gave up only 133 
hits in 175 innings, which was 
an average of 6.84 for a ball 
game. Batters hit for a com­ 
bined, average of .207 against 
him.

Unfortunately Sandy got 
off to a miserable start last 
year in the won-lost column. 
He was 2-and-8 by late June 
and from then on he was 
scrambling to come up with 
a representative record.

Typical of his luckless sea­ 
son were two games in 
which he fanned 15 batters, 
yet was beaten in each of 
them in extra innings.

After losing his first four 
decisions, Sandy hurled a 
brilliant one-hit, l-to-0 game 
over Pittsburgh, losing his no- 
hitter early to a single by his 
pitching rival, Bennie Dan­ 
iels.
