ly meeting of the Econimics
Study Group sponsored by
theTorrance Chamber of Com
merce,

“If you think sick, pretty
goon you are going to feel
gick, and it isn’t long before
you are sick.” was the tenor
of Frentz's remarks.

Torrance Chamber Presi-
dent, Bill Shawger, backed up
these comments stating that
90% of any business recession
is psychological and deter-
mined by the thinking of the
majority of the people. In-|
stead of reporting about the
6% of unemployment, the
communications media should
take a positive approach, he |
challenged. “For instance,|
94% of the people are em- |
ployed,” he said. “It's the|
greatest number, nearly 65|
million, that the country has
ever had at work.
